Intro 
Hey Thirty Day Challengers, Caro here and welcome to Day 14. We’re nearly half way there.  
 
Today’s video is on Weebly, which is another free Blogging platform, and I have to say that these 
Blogging platforms seem to be getting easier and easier (not that any of them have been difficult).  
 
So what I’m going to do is take you through how to set up a Weebly Blog (and it shouldn’t take too 
long because it is so user friendly) and to put in your unique, original content (that hasn’t been 
published anywhere else – by you or anyone else) 
 
Follow me, and let’s get to it. 
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Setting Up a Weebly Account

I already have an account with Weebly, but you can create one by putting a Username, Password 
and your Email address in the boxes here, then tick I accept the terms of Service and click the 
Sign Up button. 
 
The signup process is really simple - just follow the prompts. 
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Setting Up Your Blog

Here we are at the main Weebly interface. 
 
Depending on if you have just signed up or not, you may see a slightly different screen to mine (you 
may be asked as part of your Signup to put in a Title for your first Blog) 
 
If you come to this screen, you can click the Create a Site button, and you will be asked to enter a 
title for your new site. 
 
Either way, your Title should be your Main Theme Keywords, so for me that’s Australian Mist 
Cat. [clicks Create a Site and types Australian Mist Cat into the Title box] 
 
Click Continue to carry on. 
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Creating Your First Post

On this screen, you can lay out your page, including changing the design and adding content 
elements. 

Changing the Design 
You change the design of the Page simply by clicking on the Designs Tab [at the top of the Page] 
and selecting the one you want. When you’re done, click on the Elements Tab to return to the main 
view. 

Adding Elements to the Page 
I’m going to add the Paragraph with Picture element to my page [it’s a good rule of thumb to put 
pictures in your posts, to add interest]. 
 
To do this, I simply drag the Paragraph with Picture icon from bar at the top of the page into the 
main page area. 
 
If you want any other modules, I’m going to let you play around with that. 
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Adding A Photo 
As we’ve added the Paragraph with Picture element, we can add a picture to our post by clicking 
the image box that says Click Here to Edit.  
 
A box appears, where we can click Upload Image, then select an image from our Computer. 

Adding Our Text 
To add our Article text, we simply click where it says Paragraph. Click here to edit. 
 
We can then copy our article content and paste it in here [switches to Google Docs, copies article 
text, switches back to Weebly and pastes the text into the Post]. 
 
Again, this is something that I’ve written earlier, it’s original and is different to anything I’ve 
written before. I wrote it freehand, as I advise, by reading through all my sources and writing 
something out. It says a lot of similar things to my other articles, like how the breed of cat is made 
up, but it is original. 

Adding A Title 
To add a Title, we simply click where it says Title. Click here to edit. 
 
My title is: Australian Mist Cat – Why I’m Their Biggest Fan (again, this is unique, but still 
contains my Main Theme Keywords). 
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Adding Emphasis and Links

When you click in the body text of your Post a toolbar appears along the top of the text box that has 
tools for adding Emphasis (Bold, Italics, Underline) and Links. This is the Link Dialog: 
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You get here by Editing your article [click on the text], selecting your Main Theme Keywords, 
and clicking the Link icon  in the Toolbar above the article. 
 
You need to select Website from the tabs on the left, then put the address of your WordpressDirect 
Blog in the box where it says http:// 
 
e.g. www.australianmistcat.com 
 
I don’t tick the Open link in a New Window option – it’s a personal preference, but because I 
want visitor ultimately to go to the main site, I’m happy for that site to replace Weebly in the 
current window when they click the link.  
 
Click Save when you’re done. 
 
As you know, my Rule of Thumb is always no more than 3 links in an article. I feel like doing 
more seems spammy, so I encourage Thirty Day Challengers to stick to 3 links maximum in your 
Posts. 
 
I’m going to go through and add links to the article now, so I’ll pause the video. 
 
You might notice I’ve made a link out of one of my Category Keywords – this is something that 
Robert will be introducing later, where you can also look at writing articles based on your Category 
Keywords – but your focus primarily right now is on your Main Theme Keywords. 
 
 
I’m also going to add emphasis to the Keywords in my article. To do this, I will select the text, then 
click either b for Bold, i for italics or u for Underline up here on the toolbar.

Publishing 

[Starts at 00:06:02] 
 
When you’ve finished, it’s really easy to Publish, just click the Publish button at the top of the page. 
 

 
 
In this box here [that appears when you click the Publish button], I’m going to choose the top 
option – A Sub-domain of Weebly.  
 
You want to use your Main Theme Keywords here again and, as you type, it will tell you 
immediately if the name is available - and yes, australianmistcat is available. 
 
As I said with other videos, if the name you want isn’t available, try different suffixes (“1”, “now”, 
“info” and “blog” are some that I use).  
 
Because the name I wanted is available, then that’s going to be the URL (address) for my Weebly 
Blog: 

http://australianmistcat.weebly.com 
 
Click the Continue button to save your changes and publish your Blog. 
 
[A box may appear offering to tell your friends or register a domain, just cancel it] 
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Experimenting

And when I type in my URL [into a Web Browser Address Bar], there you have it – Australian Mist 
Cat. 
 
Now, I can add more modules in there if I want, and this is what I want you to do.  
 
I know that most of you out there are newbies and I’ve been there, and I think it’s really important to 
try – I was terrified of new functionality and Robert, thankfully, would push me to give it a go, to 
press some buttons and not be afraid that I was going to self-destruct and it’s actually a good way to 
learn.  
 
By all means do it simply like this and save it and then you can go back and re-edit and add more 
modules, but this right now looks great. 
 
So, the next step is put it into TrafficBug. 
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Adding to TrafficBug 

[Starts at 00:07:28] 
 

 
 
To add your Weebly Blog to TrafficBug, click on Add New URL 
 
You should select Article for What are you are adding?  
 
URL Address here is your Weebly Blog Address [e.g. http://australianmistcat.weebly.com] 
 
We’re not using an RSS URL this time, so leave that blank.  
 
Insert your 3 Titles, each one different. (Different to what you’ve put into other Traffic Bug 
submissions, as well as different to each other) 
 
Insert your 3 Descriptions, each one different. (Again, different to what you’ve put into other Traffic 
Bug submissions, as well as different to each other) 
 
Insert your Keywords and press Submit. Easy as that! 
 
Oh, and I chose Medium Aggression for this, you can choose High or Medium. I also selected 
Submit RSS as No, Directory Submissions and Submit to Search Engines as Yes. 
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Adding to Rank Tracker

The final step, of course, is to go to the wonderful, can-do-anything-and-everything tool Market 
Samurai.   
 
To add our Weebly Blog to Market Samurai’s Rank Tracker, we select the Rank Tracker Module 
for the appropriate Project and Click Add URLs [clicks Add URLs button and Add URLs dialog 
appears] 
 
We paste the Weebly Blog URL into the URLs box and select the appropriate Keywords, then click 
Add URL and it will update. 
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Wrap Up 

[Starts at 00:08:11] 
Well Thirty Day Challengers, was that simple or was that simple? It really is very simple. Just have a 
play around in Weebly, it’s very straightforward. 
 
The key point, as I said in the video yesterday, is it’s vital that your content is original and unique – 
you have not published that content anywhere else. You put that content into your Weebly Blog, and 
put that address into TrafficBug and Rank Tracker. Just like we said with the other Hosting platforms, 
you also have the opportunity to attract traffic to that Hosting platform as well as providing an 
authority link to your Main Ranking Vehicle (your WordpressDirect Blog).  
 
So, there you have it. I hope you’re having a great time whatever part of the world you’re in. Take 
care, and I will talk to you very soon.

Summary: 

Creating Your Weebly Account 
- Go to http://www.weebly.com/ 
- Fill out your details 
- Click Sign Up 
- Follow the instructions 

Setting up the Blog 
- If you need to - Click Create a Site 

o You may be asked for your Blog Title as part of the Signup 
- Title should contain your Main Theme Keywords 
- Click Continue 

Adding Your First Post 
- Choose a Theme from the Designs Tab 
- Drag a Page Element onto the page from the Elements tab 
- Click in each area to edit 
- Title should contain your Main Theme Keywords 

o Make it unique 
- Paste your article into body 

Adding Emphasis 
- Select Main Theme Keywords 
- On the toolbar, click 

o b for Bold 
o i for Italics 
o u for Underline 
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Adding Links 
- No more than 3 links per article 
- Select Main Theme Keywords 
- On the toolbar, click the link icon 
- Put your WordpressDirect Blog address in the address box 
- Click OK 

Publishing 
- Click Publish 
- Blog Address = Main Theme Keywords (no spaces) 

o Use a suffix if not available 

Don’t Forget 
- Add to TrafficBug 
- Add to Rank Tracker 
- Experiment with Weebly – don’t be afraid
